The Lampasas River (segment 1217 in the Brazos River

Basin), rises in western Hamilton County 16 miles west

of Hamilton and flows southeast, passing through Lampa-

sas, Burnet, and Bell counties. In Bell County the rijer

turns east and is dammed five miles southwest of Belfon
to form Stillhouse Hollow
Lake (segment 1216).
